Are You “Allergic” To Prosperity?
A few years ago, a man in North Dakota had the good fortune to win $1,000,000 in the lottery.  A local TV reporter interviewed him and found that the man lived in a shabby little trailer, had 5 children, and was on welfare.  So, a year later, the same reporter was sent to interview this man   to find out how well he had done with his million dollars during the year.  When the reporter found him, he was once again living in the same shabby trailer; he now had 6 children and was back on welfare.
