Interference

The Cause of All Dis-ease!
(Physical, Emotional, Nutritional,                  and/or Environmental Interference)
The Chiropractic profession has been falsely accused of teaching that the spinal subluxation is the cause of all disease.  This is not true!  The early pioneers in the field of Chiropractic stated that the cause of all dis-ease is interference with the function of the Innate Intelligence in the human body.  This Innate Intelligence, they taught, was a spark of God/Universal Intelligence, the creator     of all life on this planet.  
They were not theologians, but many of them were strongly spiritual in their approach to life.  Universal Intelligence was a general term meaning the creator.  To the Chiropractic pioneers of the early 1900’s, the existence of a part of God continuing to exist from moment to moment within our BodyMind was simply a matter of common sense and provable by clinical research and observation. They referred to this spark of God as Innate Intelligence (inborn intelligence).  
As long as this Innate Intelligence was allowed to function normally, we would experience perfection in our BodyMind.  We, as human beings, can not add anything to this perfect function, it’s already perfect, but we can (and do) interfere with the perfect function of this “God within.”  They did not feel that the spinal subluxation or misalignment was the cause of all dis-ease.  Instead they felt that spinal subluxations were what adversely affected our nervous system, the controlling system of the entire body, so they had to be corrected in order for the nervous system to once again function normally.  
The spinal subluxation, while it could certainly be causative,     was more often the result of interference on other levels in our BodyMind (the subconscious mind, for example) but, since it controlled and coordinated the entire nervous system, it was essential that it be corrected for Innate Intelligence to be able       to function freely and to be able to activate the self-healing aspect of the physical body.

  So fixing the spinal subluxation became paramount in their therapy…but it wasn’t necessarily the cause, it could just as easily be the effect of another cause.  They taught that interference, on any level, will always lead to spinal subluxations because it eventually will adversely affect our nervous system which can cause problems in our spine.
